The Early Years Foundation Stage at Eversley

In Reception the children follow the EYFS which is a statutory framework. They EYFS has 7 areas of
learning which are all interlinked to support each child to develop and succeed at school and in life in
a holistic and child centred way. Three of these areas are the prime areas that underpin the
children’s development and ignite their curiosity that will support them in their future success.

The Prime areas of development are:
Personal, Social and Emotional Development
Communication and Language

Physical Development

The remaining four areas of learning are the specific areas, through which the prime areas are
further strengthened. The four specific areas of development are:

Literacy

Mathematics
Understanding the World
Expressive Art and Design

Our children come from a large range of different pre-school settings, including nurseries, child
minders and pre-schools, most of which are in our local area. We work hard to settle our children
into school, ensuring that we communicate well with pre-school settings prior to the children joining
the school in order to meet the needs of all our new pupils and ensure a smooth and happy
transition to primary school.

Our children learn through play, both indoors and outdoors, and develop their friendships and
communication skills across the three Reception classes outdoors. Children have a wide range of
activities and experiences available to them daily and are able to explore and follow their own
interests in order to take the next steps in their personal learning journey. Our language rich
environment has a real focus on early reading and our pupils make good progress in all areas of
learning and development.
